PINESTRAW: “One financial opportunity 
with longleaf pine that is not always consid-
ered is pine straw. Pine straw — the dead 
needles that naturally fall from pines and 
are used as landscape materials or mulch 
throughout the Southeast — can be harvest-
ed starting at around age 10 up to about age 
20. If done right, using appropriate manage-
ment and silvicultural strategies, some land-
owners can make more than $150 to $200 
per acre per year.

WITHOUT PERMISSON OF THE 
LANDOWNER, game wardens in Tennes-
see placed hidden cameras on private prop-
erty hoping to catch the landowner in viola-
tion of game laws. Institute for Justice 
attorney Josh Windham described their 
lawsuit against the Tennessee Fish & Wild-
life Service in an interview with AFOA on 
Capital Ideas - Live! on November 11.  

REQUEST FOR ASSISTANCE (see 
above): Under the United States Constitu-
tion, the “open fields doctrine” says that 
private land—including forests, fields, and 
farms—gets no constitutional protection 
from warrantless searches. But many state 
constitutions reject that doctrine. Alabama 
courts haven’t yet weighed in on the issue, 
but they should: Alabama Code Section 9-2
-65(a)(6) empowers fish and game wardens 
“[t]o enter upon any land or water in the 
performance of their duty.” This is trou-
bling, because there doesn’t appear to be 
any warrant requirement, which suggests 
that game wardens may be in a position to 
abuse the “open fields doctrine” to trespass 
on your private land. If you or somebody 
you know believes this is happening in Ala-
bama, please contact attorney Josh Wind-
ham at the Institute for Justice 
(jwindham@ij.org), and let him know what’s 
going on.

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After the Catastrophe:  
Steps in Claiming a Timber Casualty Loss 
David C. Mercker, PhD. 
University of Tennessee Extension Forester 

It has been estimated that roughly 2% of all forestland undergoes 
some type of major disturbance each year. That’s reasonable odds, 
but when extrapolated, that 
infers all forests have a 100% 
chance of being disturbed 
over 50 years, including 
yours. When a major timber 
disturbance occurs, landown-
ers are at a loss. First, what to 
do with the mess; second, 
what are the financial and tax 
implications, and third, do I 
really want to own for-
estland? This article summa-
rizes how landowners may 
proceed in claiming a timber 
casualty loss after such an 
event. Unfortunately some 
aren’t eligible. 

The IRS definition of a casualty loss can be summarized as: the 
measurable financial loss (in this case timber), that can be docu-
mented (actually occurred), and must be sudden or unexpected. 
Key to this is sudden and unexpected. Tornadoes, hurricanes, ice, 
theft, and fire qualify because they are sudden and unexpected. 
Generally diseases, drought, and insect damage do not (although 
major loss due to the Southern Pine Beetle and the Emerald Ash 
Borer may qualify). 

Calculating a casualty loss is 
involving. Quite often tim-
berland owners have a 
“financial loss” but they do 
not have an IRS recognizable 
“casualty loss.” There’s a 
difference. Only casualty 
losses can be deducted from 
taxes. In order to claim a cas-
ualty loss, landowners must 
have a timber tax basis. A tax 
basis is the amount that an 
owner has invested in their 
timber. Note: this is not the 
amount invested in the tim-
berland, but in the timber 
growing on the land. The 
amount that a landowner can deduct is limited to the tax basis. Es-
sentially the deduction allowance is the lesser of the decrease in 
fair market value (after the catastrophic event) or the adjusted tax 
basis. So if a professional forester documents an $80,000 financial 
loss, but the tax basis was only $20,000, then only $20,000 can be 
claimed as a casualty loss (the lesser of the two). The landowner is 
out the difference, unless salvage logging is feasible. 

The original tax basis in timber is calculated one of three ways.  

1. Purchased Property – the basis is the total acquisition cost 
of the timber, including trees, attorney and forester fees, 
surveying costs, title fees, etc. 

2. Inherited Property – the basis is “stepped up” to the fair 

market value at the time of the donor’s death; in the case 
of joint ownership (deceased spouse) ½ of the property 
value is stepped up. 

3. Gifted Property – the basis is the remaining basis of the 
donor, plus some portion of the gift tax. 

It’s a tough wallop to endure, but casualty losses are only deducti-
ble up to the tax basis. If the basis is zero, there is 
no casualty loss. There are several cases where 
the tax basis is zero. For instance, if the tax basis 
account was previously claimed (depleted), if the 
timber has grown up since the date of acquisition 
(e.g., an old field that became forest), if the site is 
a tree plantation that was cost-shared by the gov-
ernment with little out-of-pocket investment, if 
the giftor’s basis was zero, or if the trees were 
very small and without value when purchased 
(and have grown considerably since).  

In many cases, landowners have a tax basis in 
their timber, but the basis has never been allocat-
ed. In other words, the owner knows what was 
paid for the property, but that price may include a 
home, buildings, improvements, row crop and 
pasture land, and forestland. It’s the value of the 

timber growing on the land that’s of interest. Therefore, ideally, to 
properly establish a timber tax basis, timber should be appraised by 
a professional forester at the time of acquisition. Few landowners 
do that. So foresters can conduct a current appraisal, then grow the 
trees backwards to the date of acquisition and apply prices at that 
date to estimate the original tax basis. Once the tax basis is known 
and an estimate of the timber loss has been calculated, then the 
option of claiming a casualty loss can be determined. Remember 
the casualty loss is the lesser of these two.  

Casualty losses are filed on IRS Form 4684. 
Landowners will have to pay taxes on the tim-
ber salvage income if the income exceeds the 
basis. There are two options: 1) claim the in-
come as capital gain to take advantage of lower 
rates and to avoid paying social security tax 
(subject to change), or 2) reinvest the entire 
gain back into land or reforestation costs and 
avoid taxes (there is a two year window to do 
so). 

If you’ve experienced a major timber loss, how 
should you proceed? Initially, document the 
event with dates, photos, newspaper clippings, 
etc. The IRS will want proof that the event 
occurred. Next, contact a professional forester 
for appraisal of the damaged timber and to 

make an earnest attempt to salvage as much damaged timber as 
possible. The IRS won’t allow a casualty loss for timber that could 
have been sold. Any revenue from the salvage sale must be deduct-
ed off of the loss. Timber will quickly stain and begin rotting, so 
move quickly and deliberately. Normally there will be an ample 
quantity of timber spilling onto the market. Expect suppressed pric-
es and lackluster interest among loggers.  

Many landowners bankroll mature timber for “just-in-case” insur-
ance. . .  harvesting it only if funds are needed. The scenario as 
described here is a good argument against that. The 2% probability 
may catch up, and if so, selling damaged timber in a flooded mar-
ket, particularly with a negligible tax basis, would be an ensnaring 
corner from which to proceed.

►Real Estate appraisers, unless licensed 
as a Registered Forester can not assess 
or value storm damaged timber. Most ap-
praisers are not licensed as a professional 
forester to render forestry advice or to 
provide timber value conclusions 
►SIP (Single Identifiable Property) rules 
for accounting for stumpage. St. Helens 
law suit changed this game.

TAX CHANGES IN A BIDEN ADMIN-
ISTRATION: According to The Progres-
sive Farmer, Mid-November 2020, the 
Biden tax plan includes these provisions [2 
from a list of 7]:  

• Eliminate stepped-
up basis 

• Increase capital 
gains from 20 to 
39.6% for income 
over $1 million 

“The biggest challenge 
to farming under the 
Biden plan is not in-
come tax, it is estate 
tax. … Currently, the 
estate tax exemption is 
$11.58 million per 
person. This is set to 
sunset at the end of 
2025 and revert to pre-
[Tax Cut and Jobs 
Act] numbers.”  

“Herein lies the problem: If the estate ex-
emption is lowered, many farms (1,000-plus 
acres) may be subject to estate taxes. In 
addition, if heirs were to sell the assets, they 
would pay tax on the gain (which may be 
substantial assuming no stepped-up basis). 
If capital gains tax increases to ordinary tax 
rates for those with income over $1 million, 
there could be instances when heirs sell 
farmland, and the combined estate and tax 
rates are in excess of 69%.”
