“BILL WOULD KEEP FOREIGN BUY-
ERS FROM ALABAMA FARM LAND,
FORESTS,” states the headline in The
Montgomery Independent, 1/5/22. Foreign
ownership is “a concern to Sen. Tim Mel-
son, R-Florence, who has pre-filed a bill to
restrict purchases of agriculture and forest
land in Alabama.” While we generally
agree with the thrust of Senator Melson's
bill, we suspect the news article exagger-
ates the size of foreign ownership in Ala-
bama at 1.8 million acres. We learned in
the USDA report, Foreign Holdings of U.S.
Agricultural Land, that foreign ownership
means “a 10-percent or more interest in the
entity...,” not the same as 100-percent own-
ership.

Bennett Lumber Company has a
history that’s practically as long as its
product offerings. Located in Piedmont,
Bennett Lumber was started by J.O. Ben-
nett in 1947. “He had worked with his dad
at a sawmill prior to that in Heflin, so he
decided to go out on his own,” said Ben-
nett’s grandson, Lee Hubbard, who joined
the company in 2002.

When the company first began, it fo-
cused on decking for railroads —
something Bennett had learned while
working with his dad. But over the years,
they’ve done a little bit of everything. The
company had specialty products for decks,
from decking to handrails and spindles.
The company also produced specialized
crates and a lot of siding. What the family-
owned and operated company has always
done is dried and dressed one-inch lumber,
which they still do today. “We still run
specialty products from time to time, but
we dry and dress lumber every day and
still run pattern lumber for interior walls
t00,” Hubbard said.

Bennett Lumber works heavily with
southern yellow pine and sells its products
all over the South. Said Hubbard, “We
pride ourselves on doing what we say and

offering a quality product.”

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Using Google Maps to Measure Distance and Area

It is well-known that Google Maps can cal-
culate driving distances based on a road net-
work. Google Maps also can be a valuable
tool for natural resource professionals, be-
cause it lets them precisely measure distanc-
es and land areas. The methodology to make
real-world measurements with Google Maps
on a desktop or laptop computer is described
below. The Google Maps app on a smart
phone or a tablet can measure distance, but
not area. The free Google Earth app has dis-
tance and area measurement features.

1. In Google Maps, right click on a proposed
starting location and select “Measure dis-
tance,” which appears at the bottom of a list
of options in a popup window (Figure 1).
That location will be marked on the map.

2. Then, left click on a second location.

Measure distance

Total distance: 3,570.01 ft (1.09 km)

Google Maps marks the second point and
connects it with the first location. The dis-
tance from the starting point to the second
location will be labeled next to the second
point. If the purpose is to have a direct
measurement between these two points, your
measurement is complete.

3. To measure the total length of a road,
trail, stream, or other linear feature, keep left
-clicking, following the feature until the end.
The total length will be displayed on the
screen (Figure 2).

4. If the purpose is to measure an area, left-
click repeatedly along the boundary and
complete the area measure by clicking on
the original starting location. When the poly-
gon is closed, the area and the perimeter
distance will be reported at the bottom of the
screen (Figure 3).

5. During this procedure,
the map or displayed im-
age within Google Maps
can be moved around by
left clicking and holding
the mouse left button. The
ability to zoom in and out
for a better visual per-
spective of the entire area
can be achieved using the
mouse wheel.

6. If you aren’t satisfied
with the original location
of a point marked with a
mouse click, left-click and

hold on the point, then
drag the point to another
location. You can delete
the point with a left-click.

7. When the measurement
is complete, right click on
the map and select “Clear
measurement” to clean up
the map and clear the on-
screen measurements
from memory before pro-
ceeding to measure anoth-
er location.

To Demonstrate the ease
and accuracy of making
real-world measurements
on-screen within Google
Maps, we measured a plot
on the Angelina National

Forest using this method, with correspond-
ing screen-capture images in Figures 2-3. A
forest road was used as the plot boundary.
The area identified consisted of 4,740,658 ft>
(108.8 acres) and the perimeter was meas-
ured to be 1.71 miles long. Within ArcGIS
Desktop, the same plot was measured with
an area of 4,807,769 ft* (110.4 acres) and a
perimeter of 1.69 miles. The area and length
values are very close. In other words,
Google Maps give users a convenient meth-
od to precisely measure distance and area
via a user-friendly interface.

Stephen Butler always knew he want-
ed to be in private practice. Though enter-
ing college at Mississippi State he thought
it would be in veterinary medicine, he
soon discovered a love of forestry that
resulted in a bachelor’s degree in forestry
and then a Master’s in forestry business.
After a stint interning for a consulting
economist in Washington that led to a
summer of inventory work in Alaska,
Butler came home to Mississippi where
he spent 10 years as the very first bank
forester for Deposit Guarantee National
Bank. “It was a great opportunity to work
statewide and network,” Butler said.

It was also great preparation for him to
start his own company, TimberCorp, Inc.,
which he eventually did in 1989. Butler
works with clients all over Mississippi
and western Alabama, focusing heavily
on the financial side of forestry. “It’s my
default mode when I meet a client,” he
said. “We always focus on whatever their
goals are, but often it’s making money so
we try to maximize the return on their
investment while at the same time letting
them incorporate aesthetics or wildlife

management as secondary goals.”

“FIREWOOD REMOVAL, when imple-
mented properly, is a form of Timber Stand
Improvement (TSI) that benefits forests.
Desirable future crop trees are first identi-
fied, then lesser desirable trees that are in
direct competition with crop trees are re-
moved for firewood. The goal is a crown-
touching release on three of four sides of
the crop trees. In other words, identify the
crop trees, then remove as firewood those
trees whose crowns are crowding the crown
of the crop tree.

“Crop tree release is typically conducted
in younger stands that are 15 to 30 years old
with trees averaging 3 to 8 inches in diame-
ter.”

CHARCOAL BURNING: A FORGOT-
TEN USE OF SOUTHERN FORESTS is
a great story by Tom Straka in the Jan/Feb
2022 issue of Forest Landowner magazine.
“In 1884 it took around 144.3 bushels of
charcoal to produce one ton of pig iron and
southern production was just over 116,155
tons. That is 16.8 million bushels of char-
coal, requiring roughly 500,000 cords of
wood. ... There were 23 charcoal iron fur-
naces in blast in 1884, so each furnace
would be expected to clearcut [1,087 to
2,174] acres annually.” “Impressive as this
is [charcoal production acres], it should be
compared to the amount of land cleared for
agriculture during the same period [between
1855 and 1910]. It is a mere 1.3 percent of
that...” “Nationally, it was a mere pin
prick.”
